Holy Communion is celebrated every Sunday. Lutherans believe and teach that
our Lord gives His Body and Blood for the forgiveness of sin, strengthening of
faith, and the promise of salvation. We understand we are sinners in need of
tforgiveness; and recognize the Body and Blood of Jesus are physically present
in, with, and under the bread and wine in the sacrament. Thankful for His grace
and mercy, and for His rich blessings, we come in humility and trust to Holy Communion. Not
sure what to do?

They are generally available before or after worship service.

Communicants receive the Host in their palm. In distribution, both individual and common cup
are offered. If you choose the common cup, please hold your hand in front of you until the chalice
is offered. White grape juice is provided in the center of each tray for those who avoid wine for
medical or recovery purposes. Gluten free wafers are available (speak to Pastor or an Elder before
service to receive the Host in this form).

You are invited to remain seated in the pew (with your family if you wish) if distribution in this way
is easier for you. Please notify an usher.

Hearing assistance devices and large print editions of the Lutheran Service Book (LSB) are available
for use during the worship service. Please notify an usher should you need one.

As We Gather
As the liturgical year is coming to its end, God our Father gives us great encouragement
that our salvation and deliverance from sin and sorrow is complete because of the
forgiveness won for us by the blood of Jesus, the one and only sacrifice for your sin and
the source of daily cleansing, faith, hope, confidence, and love. This faith is certain and full
of hope even if your current circumstances would have you think otherwise. As God
provided for the widow of Zarephath (1 Kings 17), so was the widow’s offering (Mark 12)
an expression of confident faith in God’s promised salvation. No clearer picture can be
given of the certainty of hope in Christ our Savior than in the letter to the Hebrews as it
tells of Christ’s once-for-all sacrifice that not only forgives but takes away all sin and
supplies us with newness of life by His life-giving body and blood all our days!
